The snake was known for being crafty (niny ;“‘ardm), which can be interpreted as shrewd, subftle
or sensible. This shows the fact that every STRENGTH has a WEAKNESS.

In their conversation, the snake does two things:

He REMOVES God's TITLE and so changes Eve's VIEW of God.
